1	Tectonic hazards and processes
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	· The map shows the dated eruptions from a volcanic hotspot fed by a fixed underlying mantle plume.
· The oldest eruptions lie to the northwest of the present active hotspot.
· This therefore confirms that the plate has moved over the hotspot in a north-westerly direction.

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	Add all the values together and divide by the total number of values, so: 
4 + 4 + 3 + 5 + 5 + 5 + 4 + 4 = 34 / 8 = 4.25

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	· The wealth and the country and their level of development contribute to their ability to respond to a tectonic hazard through prediction.
· The level of preparation a country can put in place to effectively respond to the tectonic hazard. Some countries are more prepared for a tectonic event through educating their citizens on what to do when a hazard strikes.
· Reference to the Park’s disaster response curve and country’s ability to respond when a hazard strikes.

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	· Reference to the different types of mitigation and adaptation strategies that can be used to potentially modify the vulnerability of tectonic hazards.
· Diverting or chilling lava flows
· Building coastal defences against tsunamis
· Improving prediction and forecasting methods
· Changing people’s behaviours towards hazardous events
· Educating people to improve community preparedness
The answer should acknowledge that while these strategies can contribute towards modifying the vulnerability, they will have varying degrees of effectiveness depending on the success of their implementation.
